Job Description

A Family Pastor will primarily be expected to provide leadership and vision to our Children’s
Ministry (Approx. 70-75% of the position), and secondarily, to Youth Ministry and parents so as to
form a discipleship culture for families (Approx. 25-30% of the position). We would like
leadership influence to take place through relationship building with children, youth, and
families, forming and executing vision for discipleship in collaboration with our Youth and
Children’s Ministry staff, and helping to raise up parents and volunteers to disciple children and
youth through training and modeling the practice of discipling. We believe the discipleship of
parents and children is the first ‘great commission” of God.

Primary Responsibilities

1. Collaborate with our current Youth and Children’s Ministry staff to establish and cast a
vision for discipleship to our children, youth, and parents.

2. Provide overall leadership to Children’s ministry including the formation and casting of
vision, implementation of new ideas to disciple and share Christ, and maintaining weekly

programs to inspire children in the foundations of biblical faith.

3. Provide solid biblical teaching and curriculum to children to aid in their spiritual
formation on foundational truths on God’s character, ways, and mission.

4. Provide training for children’s ministry teachers and volunteers, to improve their ability
to communicate and disciple effectively.

5. Provide leadership toward the recruiting, training, and scheduling of volunteers needed
for children’s ministry opportunities developed.

6. Regularly cast vision for and provide training and materials for families and parents to
mature them in discipling their children and youth.

7. Connect with new families and familiarize them with our ministry opportunities for
children, youth, and parents.
